The COVID-19 pandemic has adversely affected businesses across all sectors as the country is in a partial lockdown and
businesses are unable to function normally. Nonetheless, certain industries, such as the glove industry, has benefitted from
this pandemic. Bursa Malaysia, together with Maybank, has invited Top Glove Corporation Berhad (“Top Glove”), the world’s
largest supplier of rubber gloves to give some insights on the company.
